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AOMIs identify at risk critical facilities such as
police stations, schools, waste facilities, and in
this instance, nursing homes. Locations such as
this one in the inundation area are at risk to sea
level rise and modelled flooding scenarios.
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Overtopped roads could potentially be an issue
throughout St. Johns County. There are a
number of emergency routes that could become
overtopped in the case of a flooding event.
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The Local Mitigation Strategy for St. Johns
County lists initiatives that have been
completed, planned, and cancelled. In 2002
and 2005, construction of a beach restoration
project was done for over 6,000,000 cubic
yards of sand dredged from the St. Augustine
Inlet ebb shoal.
